Areas of the Curriculum 
Literacy
Reading Children will participate in a variety of reading activities both in school and out of school. Alongside Oxford Reading Tree Reading books the children will continue to become familiar with a wider variety of texts.

Key words relating to Oxford Reading Tree will continue to be introduced as the children progress.  These should be practised regularly at home.  The children should read the pages that have been prepared in school, for the designated day noted in their reading record.  This should be with an adult at home who should sign the reading record to show homework is complete.  

Please note – Children will continue to practice reading once a week with their Primary 7 buddies. 
Spelling Children will be given spelling patterns each week to practice at home.  They should write the words in their jotter and then choose 2 of the words they are learning to write a sentence using each word.  They should continue to practice their spelling words every night using a variety of ways – writing the words using different media e.g. outdoor chalk, water and paint brushes, spelling them aloud and using magnetic letters.  Spelling words will be tested on a Friday.

Writing Children will be extending their writing skills to write more independently, using a word bank to plan their writing.  Additional literacy activities will help children to learn to structure and begin to punctuate sentences.  They will further develop writing personal accounts and stories.  They will be encouraged to share their experiences and express their feelings towards events they are writing about. 
Listening and Talking This term our class will have their class assembly and words will be given to learn.  They should practice projecting their voice and speaking clearly.

Farmer Duck Children will be exploring the story of Farmer Duck through cross curricular activities and learning about the characters in the story.
Numeracy
Numerals, Counting and Ordering The children will be introduced to subtraction using concrete materials and progressing towards a written sum.  Mental strategies such as counting back and number bond knowledge will be shared and practised.  They are continuing to count forwards and backwards in different intervals, find missing numbers and recognise number patterns using ten frames.                                                                                                                                                                                                                
Maths The concept of Time will be introduced and the appropriate vocabulary associated with seasons, months and days will be taught.  Linked to our Senses topic the children will gather and display information in different ways, such as tally marks and simple graphs and charts.
Health and Well Being 

Physical Education, Physical Activity and Sport In the gym hall and during outdoor P.E. children will continue to follow the Basic Moves programme and be introduced to the competitive aspect of sport when preparing for Sports Day.
Food and Health The children will experience planting, growing, preparing and enjoying food through the Plot to Plate initiative.  During our Senses topic the children will use their taste buds to sample and identify a variety of foods and their tastes.

Religious and Moral Education Throughout this term the children will continue to explore different Christian stories.  Rev. Cathcart will visit and speak to the children in class.
Social Studies/Science Our topic this term is the 5 Senses and how they are used.  Experiments will help the children to explore each sense and understand how they can help us.

Expressive Arts  
Art and Design This term all children will reflect on their artwork from across the year and select a piece to be displayed at the school Art Exhibition in June. Linked to the Penicuik Arts Project we will be exploring the outdoors through Art.  

Music Both classes will benefit from working with the Music specialist Mrs Callaghan.  They will also be preparing songs for their class assembly.
