Areas of the Curriculum 
Language
Reading This term the pupils will be concentrating on understanding, analysing and evaluating texts through the context of a novel study (Wind and the Willows, Kenneth Grahame).  The skills we will concentrate on are based around character e.g. commenting on characters thoughts and feelings and making predictions about story characters. During the novel study reading groups will be heard less frequently in class, however reading homework will still be given regularly.  They will also continue to develop their reading for information skills, to work more independently on creating a Woodland Factfile.
Writing  The children will learn to write imaginative stories, instructions and they will revisit personal writing. 

Listening and Talking.  The children will develop their talking and listening skills as part of their novel study. They will focus on sharing their own opinions and listening to the opinions of others. They will also be continuing to develop their listening and talking skills in ”talking partners” activities in all curricular areas.  The children will also be given the opportunity to share their interests from their research on Woodland Animals, through giving a personal talk on a chosen animal to the class.
Maths   The children will learn more about symmetry and position and movement. They will learn to look at shape with one or more lines of symmetry. The children will learn to recognise and name more 2D and 3D shapes and their properties.
Numeracy   The pupils will be continuing to develop their knowledge of multiplication and begin work on division and simple fractions.  They will then use their knowledge of multiplication and division in problem solving activities.  In mental maths we will also be revising addition and subtraction strategies. A variety of games, computer programmes and textbook work will be carried out in each area.        
Health and Wellbeing   The children will be learning about Germs and the safe use of medicines.  The children will help to grow carrots which will be used to prepare food as part of the Plot to Plate programme. Later in the term the children will be doing athletic based activities outdoors.
Social Studies and Science This term’s focus is on the ecosystem of woodlands. This will involve the children looking at the habitats, food chains and the types of animals and plants in the woods. There will be the opportunities to visit Beeslack woods as part of a field trip.  The children will also be developing their mapping skills during this project. 
Technologies In ICT this term we will begin to use the features in Microsoft Word, open, save and print a simple document. 
Expressive Arts 
Art and Design The children will use a variety of media and techniques to recreate characters and scenes from the Wind in the Willows. Based on the woodlands theme the children will create Art work using natural materials.
Music The children will be exploring instruments to make sound effects for a woodland sound scape. The children will have to the opportunity to use the African drums to perform woodland rhythms. 
Drama The children will use Wind in the Willows as the context for their work in Drama. They will focus on developing a character.
P.E.  The children will be developing their bat and ball skills to then use in a variety of games. The children will develop their skills as they prepare for Sports Day.
