Areas of the Curriculum 
Language

Reading  
This term the focus of the reading activities will be analysing and evaluating text. The majority of this work will relate to our novel study “Wolf Brother”. Reading groups will continue, although work related to this will mainly be discussion.
Writing  
The focus for this term will be on writing reports and letters concentrating on the use of a persuasive style and language. 
Listening and Talking
