Areas of the Curriculum 
Literacy
Reading Children will participate in a variety of reading activities both in school and out of school. Alongside Oxford Reading Tree, reading books will be drawn from a selection of texts giving children the opportunity to become familiar with a wider variety of texts.

Key words relating to Oxford Reading Tree will continue to be introduced as the children progress.  These are words children learn by sight and should be practised regularly at home.  The children should read the pages that have been prepared in school, for the designated day noted in their reading record.  This should be with an adult at home who should sign the reading record to show homework is complete.  

Please note – Children will practice reading once a week with their Primary 7 buddies. 
Phonics Children will continue to learn to read, write and recognise the initial sounds through the Jolly Phonics programme.  Children will become more familiar with the sounds through songs, actions and activities relating to each sound.  Once familiar with the sounds children will learn to blend by putting several sounds together to make a word e.g. c-a-t = cat.  Sound recognition and word building should be practised at home using the flashcards. 
Writing Our initial focus this term will be Imaginative Writing. Children will plan using pictures to illustrate their thoughts. These will then be used to help the child retell the story in their own words. The story will then be written with the support of an adult. Children will be encouraged to begin to write independently. Children will also learn how to write a letter later this term.
Listening and Talking This term the children will continue to develop their skills by listening to instructions and following them carefully, using the listening centre and listening and talking to one another at Circle Time and Talk Partner activities. Additionally, each child will be asked to talk about their favourite toy in front of the class later this term.
Numeracy
Numerals, Counting and Ordering The children will learn to read, write and count objects.  They are practising counting forwards and backwards, identifying numbers before, after and in between, 1 more and 1 less and structuring numbers in different ways using finger, domino and dice patterns as well as five and ten frames. Number formation is vital to early numeracy skills and should be practised at home.
Maths Children will be exploring time and shape.
Health and Well Being 
Physical Education, Physical Activity and Sport In the gym hall and at outdoor PE sessions the children will follow the Basic Moves programme developing their travelling and throwing skills.  Later this term we will also be doing a programme of Dance. Gym is on a Monday (indoors) and a Thursday (outdoors).  
Mental and Emotional Wellbeing The children will continue to work through the ‘Being Cool in School’ programme and they will be encouraged to use these strategies in everyday situations in and out of school.
Religious and Moral Education The children will be learning about Christian beliefs and their place of worship.  This will include learning about the Christmas story and how it is celebrated.
Social Studies/Science   Our next topic is Toys. Children will explore the different ways toys work and what they can do.  They will discuss their own toys and why they like them.  They will explore toys from the past and compare them to present day toys.
Technology Through constructing models and playing the children will begin to develop problem solving strategies and they will also continue to develop their cutting skills. 
Expressive Arts  
Art and Design Art activities will help the children to develop greater control when working with different materials and techniques. Our artwork will be displayed in the front entrance until the end of November.
Music As part of our Christmas festivities the children will be learning and performing songs for our Nativity.
Drama Children will participate in Drama activities linked to our topic on Toys, to develop creativity and confidence.

Other information:
Library

The children visit the School library on a Wednesday. Books can be taken home in book bags and should be brought back to school every Wednesday to allow a new book to be chosen. All classes enjoy making good use of the library therefore books should be carefully looked after. 

Golden Time

Golden Time takes place on the last day of the school week, usually a Friday. Children can bring in a toy from home to play with during this time.  

N.B. special, expensive or electronic toys should not be brought.

Book Bags

Book bags should be brought to school every day and should only be used to transport reading books, reading records, homework and letters. Any reading books damaged at home will need to be replaced and this will incur a charge payable to the school.  
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
